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"Attitude is everything"

Before we get started with this year, I would like you to take some time to reflect on why you are taking this course and what you would like to get out of this course.  We want this classroom to have a positive atmosphere thus maximizing the learning of each student.  You are expected to work hard and put the best effort forward that you can.  Remember that I do not expect everyone to love mathematics - but I do expect you to “get better” at your thinking skills and math skills along with gain a better appreciation for mathematics.  

GRADING :  The grading system is based on an accumulative point system.  The test scores are added up and converted to a percent score.  The quiz scores and daily assignment scores are added up and converted to a daily assignment percent score.  At the end of the semester the semester grade will be 70% of test percent score and 30% of the daily assignment percent score.  The overall semester grade will be 90% of semester grade and 10% semester test grade. You will have an assignment nearly every day. We will have quizzes every couple of sections within the chapter.  Daily work and bell ringers may be used as daily assignment scores. Students can NOT retake quizzes for a better grade.  Students do have the opportunity to retake a test but this needs to be retaken before the next chapter’s test.  You can only take a retake if your first test score was below an 87% and you come in for intervention to help you prepare for the retake.  You have one opportunity to retake the test.  The maximum score on a retake is 87%.  If you score lower on the retake the first test score will be used.
